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Introduction

Taking part in sport competitions and training camps provides a unique opportunity for
people from all walks of life to develop, showcase their talents and represent our Island with
pride. Living on an Island will always be a challenge for our athletes and many need to
travel to compete and progress.

Therefore the Travel Grant, funded by the States of Jersey, aims to support Jersey athletes
to develop and enable them to compete in competition or training camps by financially
assisting with the costs associated with travel.

The grant provides a fantastic opportunity for sport organisations to secure funding that
can help athletes on the development pathway from community to international
representation level. The grant also recognises the need for coaches and chaperones to
support athletes during competition.

The following guidance notes aim to provide a framework as to how the Travel Grant will be
managed by Jersey Sport in 2018 and complements the presentation, which all sports
organisations should have attended on the 29t or 30% January 2018 hosted by Jersey
Sport.  The notes contain detailed information on the concept, selection and
documentation of grants to assist those eligible sports organisations who may wish to
apply for funding.

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2.0 Programme Description and Objectives

2.1 What is the Travel Grant?

The Travel Grant aims to support Jersey athletes to develop and enable them to compete
in competition or training camps by providing financial assistance to support the costs
associated with travel.

2.2 Why are the States of Jersey funding this grant?
The funding is part of the government’s commitment to develop athletes and coaches as
per the fit for the future sports strategy.

23 How much funding is available?
In 2018, up to £125,000 is available through the Travel Grant Fund. Typically, individual
travel grants will be a minimum £40 per person.

2.4 Who can apply?
Category 1: Applications may be submitted by Jersey based Sport Associations
demonstrating commitment to a recognised Qualitymark.

Category 2:  Applications may be submitted by Jersey based Sport Clubs demonstrating
commitment to a recognised Qualitymark. If applying in this category the
Club must confirm why there is no suitable category 1 organisation within
their sport.

Should an individual athlete feel that they do not have reasonable access to a
Sport organisation (association or club) then they should contact the Jersey Sport
CEQ in the first instance to discuss further.

Applicants under both categories must:

1 adopt the definition of a sport as per the Council of Europe’s European Sports
Charter 1992 (as revised in 2001) - appendix 1.
be a non-government, not-for-profit Jersey based organisation.
have satisfactorily met reporting requirements on any previous grants received
from the States of Jersey.

1 complete the application form (About Your Organisation form and Activity Detail
spreadsheet - appendix 2 and 3)

Be able to provide:

1 Governing document: constitution, memorandum and articles of association, trust
deed or other formal document relevant to organisation.

1 Safeguarding policy: including the appointment of a welfare officer, off-island travel
procedures, suitably completed DBS checks and safeguard training for coaches and
chaperones working with under 18s and vulnerable adults.

1 Latest accounts: preferably audited or verified by an accountant.

9 Proof of suitable insurance provision, appropriate for travel.

1 Bank statements: last three months.

By 1 July 2018 or as mutually agreed but no later than 31 December 2018, Applicants must
also be:

1 Affilioted to a UK Governing Body or World Federation.

1 be suitably constituted including a process for membership.

2.5 What types of activities might be funded?
Travel costs for athletes under the age of 23 to compete in competitions or training camp
at a higher level than available on Island, this can include inter-island travel.

Travel costs for a one-off event or series or events enabling disabled athletes to partake in
competitions and training camps, this can include inter-island travel.
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Travel costs for a championship or series of events constituting a competition or training
camp at a higher level than available on Island for senior performance athletes (over 23) on
a recognised international development pathway.

Travel costs for coaches and chaperones* to accompany athletes under the age of 18 or
vulnerable adults ** to enable athletes to compete in competitions or train at a higher level
than available on the Island, this can include inter-island travel.

* Chaperones and coaches preferably from outside of the athlete’s immediate family and
must be DBS checked and have safeguard training.

** Vulnerable adults: People who are over 18 years of age who are or may be in need of
community care services by reasons of mental health, age, or illness, and who are or may be
unable to toke care of themselves, or protect themselves against significant harm or
exploitation.

2.6 What will not be funded?
The Travel Grant will not fund:

 costs other than travel

1 travel that happens before or after the eligible period (1 January 2018 - 31
December 2018).

1 retrospective applications, which are received after an event (excluding January
2018 activities).

1 applications from schools or individuals without prior consent.

1 late, incomplete or handwritten applications.

3.0 Conditions of funding
The following conditions will apply to those applicants who receive a grant:

I funds must be spent on the activity as described in the application. Any proposed
variation to the approved activity must be submitted to Jersey Sport in writing for
approval prior to implementation.

1 payment of grants will be completed in quarterly arrears and will only be made
following presentation of expenditure report with receipts, and if the grant
agreement has been signed by both parties and other terms of funding (including
activity reporting) continue to be met.

1 o signed agreement must be entered into with Jersey Sport laying out terms and
expectations for both parties and will include the name of both parties, funding
purpose, funding amount, payment terms, treatment of top-up grants,
arrangements for repayment of surplus funds, reporting requirements and review
procedures.

1 acknowledge Jersey Sport support of a grant. Branding guidelines will form part of
the funding agreement and include the requirement that all activities acknowledge
Jersey Sport support through logo presentation on any related publications, media
release or promotional material.

4.0 Application process
Applications for 2018 will be considered as follows:

Funding Round Applications Open Applications Close

2018 Round 1 30 January 2018 1 March 2018

2018 Round 2 1 June 2018 30 June 2018

Travel dates eligible each funding round

2018 Round 1 travel from 1 January 2018 - 30 June 2018
2018 Round 2 travel from 1 July 2018 - 31 December 2018
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For Round 1 applicants are required to submit a year plan, but this plan will need to be
revisited for the Round 2 formal submission.

50 Application Assessment

Applications will be assessed according to eligibility, the details supplied in the application
form entitled “About Your Organisation” (appendix 2) and Activity Detail (appendix 3) and
a checklist review by Jersey Sport concluding that the applicants:

1 activities correlate to recognised athlete development pathway and demonstrate
required level of competition or training camp.

constitution meets the mandate of the applicant.

accounting records of the applicant are a true reflection and adequate.

coaches are suitably qualified and in correct ratios.

hold adequate insurance cover for proposed activities.

hold suitable safeguarding practices.

recognised or working towards suitable policies linked to a Qualitymark.

affiliated or working towards affiliation of a National Governing Bodly.

are otherwise qualified to receive an award applicable under laws and regulations.
have satisfactorily met reporting requirements on any previous grants received
from the States of Jersey.

Eligibility does not guarantee funding. It is expected that more applications will be received
than can be funded.

Please note that the assessment process may take up to two months from the closing date.
Applicants will receive written notification of the outcome of the assessment process.

If Jersey Sport determine that further clarification is required on the content of an
application then a meeting with the applicant will be arranged to discuss further. In these
instances if additional data is required it will be submitted by the applicant to support their
application and until received the application will be placed on hold.

5.1 Who is on the Assessment Committee?

The Travel Grant Advisory Committee who are appointed by the Jersey Sport Board on a
yearly basis will review applications. Recommendations will then go forward to the Jersey
Sport Board who will then give final permission relating to the proposed allocation of
funding.

The 2018 Travel Grant Advisory Committee will comprise of six individuals and will include
the Jersey Sport CEO or delegate, two Jersey Sport Board Members (Steve Law and Jean
Cross). Steve Law is the appointed chairperson for the travel grant advisory committee.
Two members of the Sports Advisory Council (Bernard Cooper and Steve Le Couilliard) to
assist in the transition year and one other who is yet to be appointed but will have specific
financial experience.

52 What is the Appeal Process?
If a grant applicant wishes to appeal a decision they need to submit a Letter of Appeal to
the Jersey Sport Board via the Jersey Sport CEO.

The Letter of Appeal needs to contain the nature of the appeal and refer to the reasons
why the grant was turned down, or not fully funded, and provide extra information and
evidence as to the basis of the appeal.

On receipt of this Letter of Appeal the CEO will inform the Jersey Sport Board that an
appeal has been received and will send the Letter of Appeal, application and original
decision comments on the application to the Jersey Sport Board who must provide a
written response within 15 working days of the date of the Letter of Appeal. The decision of
the Jersey Sport Board will be final and there will be no further appeal.

Appendix 1: Europe’s European Sports Charter 1992 (as revised in 2001)

Definition
The definition of sport contained in the Council of Europe’s European Sports
Charter 1992 (as revised in 2001):

“Sport means all forms of physical activity, which, through casual or organized
participation, aim at expressing or improving physical fitness and mental well-
being, forming social relationships or obtaining results in competition at all levels.”

A sport has the following characteristics:

a) It involves, where repetition of standardized or required movements
or forms are included in competition, a high degree of difficulty, risk
or effort in such reproduction;

b) It involves two or more participants in its competitive mode,
engaging for the purpose of competiti
